Waterford, along the southeastern 
coast, is home to the famed Waterford Crystal 
Visitor Centre, where you can watch the crystal-
making process live. In Blarney, climb the 
winding stairs of Blarney Castle to reach the 
Blarney Stone. Kiss it, and be blessed with the 
“gift of gab” for all eternity. 
   Continuing west, you will soon happen upon 
the majestic Ring of Kerry, a meandering 
110-mile loop of road that lines Ireland’s 
southwestern corner. Along the way, visit the 
monastic settlements of the Skellig Islands, and 
stop for photos at such scenic places as Moll’s 
Gap and the Macgillycuddy’s Reeks.
   Continue on a journey of Irish discovery by 
heading north, across the River Shannon, to the 
dramatic Cliffs of Moher. These wind-whipped 
cliffs stretch for nearly five miles and boast 
imposing 700-foot drops.

On Nov. 9, 2009, 20 years will have passed

So what is going on in Berlin 
these days? With 153 innovative museums to one 
of the most diverse and vibrant nightlife scenes in 
Europe, the better question is, what isn't going on 
in Berlin.
   In 2007, Berlin had its best year for tourism ever, 
with 758 million hotel guests, up 7.2 million from 

the year prior. Part of that may be the affordability 
of this modern European city, where on average 
you can find four-star accommodations for $138 
USD a night, as compared to $329 in Paris and 
$345 in London. But the boom in visitors is also 
the result of what many savvy travelers and culture 
vultures have already discovered: that this 
trendsetting town has forged ahead from its past 
and become the future.
   As the liberal and artistic feel the pull to Berlin, the 
city has a booming contemporary art gallery sector.

Nearby, you'll find the old 
masters alongside the new on the illustrious Museum 
Island, a UNESCO World Heritage site that features 
five museums in two arms of the River Spree. 
Visitors can take advantage of free admission to the 
city's museums on Thursday nights, or purchase a 
three-day Berlin Museum Pass for 19 euro. 
   Berlin is a hot-spot in the summer, despite its 
75-degree average temperature. The city is full of 
open-air events, like free lunch concerts at the 
Philharmonic Hall, as well as festivals and parades 
that fill the urban landscape with vibrant color. Fall 
is a great time to visit if you're looking for a more 
cultural experience. As Jazz Fest is held Nov. 6-9, 
2008. But, don't think that Berlin hibernates in the 
winter!

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Chile: Land of Contrasts

  It's a place where you can find 
virtually any travel experience. In the 
north, the Atacama Desert is the most 
arid in the world and the home of 
ancestral indigenous cultures. In 
central Chile, the city of Santiago is 
surrounded by fertile wine-producing 
valleys and modern ski resorts in the 
nearby Andes.
   To the south, in the Patagonia and 
along the coast, numerous lakes, wild 

rivers, volcanoes and native forests offer 
close contact with nature. You’ll find 
fjords and icefields, inland passages, 
countless penguins, ranch lands and 
small communities. From Punta Arenas, 
which overlooks the Strait of Magellan 
and is claimed to be the southernmost 
city on earth, ships sail towards the 
Antarctic and in and around Tierra del 
Fuego, where the sun shines 23 hours a 
day in the summertime.

It's a 
city that can easily be defined by the 
vibrant and colourful art you'll find in 
even the most humble of places.
   Its barrios, or neighborhoods, each 
have a distinct style and character, 
and getting to them by subway or taxi 
is easy and inexpensive. The romantic 
Barrio Bellavista, a bohemian 
neighborhood near the Santiago 
Sheraton Hotel, is known for French 
influences in architecture, culture and 
feel.

Viña Del Mar, Chile's most luxurious 
resort town, is just north of Santiago, 
on the coast, and has a tropical 
ambiance of grand avenues lined with 
palms and banana trees, vast stretches 
of white sand beach, and many 
gourmet restaurants. 
   Cruise ships sail from Valparaiso, 
Chile's principal port (an hour-and-a-
half bus ride from downtown 
Santiago), around Cape Horn to 
Buenos Aires and Rio de Janeiro.

Chile, a sliver of a nation that extends 2,672 miles along the west coast of South America and 
averages just 68 miles in width, is one of the most diverse and spectacular countries on earth. It's a 

breathtaking land of deserts, mountains and glaciers; hundreds of lakes and waterfalls; of condors and 
penguins, national parks, exotic islands, sophisticated cities and remote communities.

   The Bahamas archipelago, which begins a 
mere 55 miles off the Florida coast, is comprised 
of over 700 islands – 30 of which are inhabited 
– spread over 100,000 square miles in the 
Atlantic. Water sports are, of course, among the 
favored activities for visitors; scuba diving is 
especially popular as the unsullied waters make 
for excellent reef diving, cave and shipwreck 
exploration. In recent years, The Islands Of The 
Bahamas have also become known for being one 
of the world's premier golf destinations, with 
several challenging championship courses. 
    Nassau/Paradise Island is a port of call for 
many cruise ships. Visitors can enjoy a glass 
bottom boat tour at Prince George Wharf. In 
Old Nassau, take a carriage tour or walk around 
the downtown area with its many historic 
sites, including the Government House, Fort 
Charlotte and the Queen's Staircase.

any place Ernest Hemingway didn't sleep or eat?
